Listen & Learn 
Noise never ceases: conversations, music, machines: we're 
surrounded. This makes it hard to listen to each other. We 
may hear the words, but deep, uninterrupted listening isn't 
easy. 
Later on the same day of the Resurrection, two disciples, 
disheartened by all that had happened, were walking from 
Jerusalem to Emmaus. The stranger who joined them on the 
road explained eloquently how the scriptures had foretold 
the suffering and death of Christ. They listened carefully, 
hungrily, but did not recognize their Lordτnot until dinner, 
when he blessed and broke the bread for them. Then they 
realized how deep their listening had been, and how their 
hearts had burned within them as they listened. 
Christ could be speaking through anyone, and we will miss 
him if we don't learn to listen deeply. Some people live alone 
and have no one to listen to them. Some have a hard time 
being heard above all the others who are talking. Some are 
rarely listened to simply because they are children. Others 
are hard to listen to because they talk so much. Often we are 
so focused on talking rather than listening that we are only 
waiting for the other person speaking to finish so we can 
talk. We might even interrupt before they finish. 
Today, listen more than you talk. Encourage others to talk to 
you so that you can practice listening. In the evening, think 
about what you learned from it. Listening is a skill and a 
virtue.
