Issues for the Future of the Parish 
Worship Last November we took the step of introducing a new pattern 

of worship styles and times, with a Family Service at 8am and the 
continuation of the Sung Eucharist at 9.30am. Generally speaking, this 
has worked well and there has been a good response. To start with the 
9.30am Sung Eucharist looked a bit thin with numbers, but that has 
slowly been increasing, which is what was anticipated in the planning. It 
is hoped that this growth will continue over the next 18 months. 

The Two Styles On a few occasions we have joined the two 

congregations for special festivals, like Palm Sunday, Good Friday and 
the Annunciation. In principle this is a good idea ς but in practice that 
has not worked well. The two styles in language and music are so 
different that combining is not a satisfactory arrangement. In future we 
will keep the two forms of worship on all Sundays. 

Space We are now having problems with space at Camp Hill, especially 

at the 8am Family Service. In theory we can seat 100+ people at the 
Camp Hill Church and that is not a problem for Christmas, Easter and 
large funerals. People expect to be packed in on those days, but 
generally we are not comfortable with that arrangement ς we like a little 
space around us. Studies have indicated that people feel that when a 
church is 70% full it is considered as being completely full. So pews that 
can seat 6 people normally have only 4. Studies also clearly indicate that 
a church congregation stops growing when that 70% is reached. 

Crèche & Space Another space issue is the use of the entrance foyer 

as a crèche. At best this is a very temporary situation. At worse, 
especially on Christmas Day and Easter, it is impossible, bordering on a 
nightmare. There is a clear need to make proper provision for a crèche. 

The Future We need to start thinking about how we can make 

adjustments to our existing church building for growth and services that 
make provision for growth and childrŜƴΩǎ ƳƛƴƛǎǘǊȅΦ Lƴ ŀŘŘƛǘƛƻƴ, proper 
provision for toilets and catering need to be thought through. In practice 
a church that combines a variety of resources in multi-function building 
works well.
