Difficulties in Today’s Gospel Reading –Members Only! 
 
As Disciples of Christ we understand that there is a Gospel to 
proclaim – ‘The rejected and crucified Jesus of Nazareth is the 
risen Lord and Saviour’. Yet not all that is written down is to 
be proclaimed from the housetops. Is that correct? We see 
from our Lord’s life that what he taught the crowds and what 
he taught the disciples in private are on two levels of 
understanding. St Paul too in his letters states that basic 
teaching and information is like food for infants, but solid 
teaching is for the mature disciple in Christ.  
This will help to understand today’s Gospel reading. John is 
describing our Lord giving a deep level of teaching to the 
Apostles during the last Supper. He describes the eternal 
relationship between the Church, as the Community of 
Disciples, and Himself. This is also an eternal link with the 
Heavenly Father - and how that comes about and continues 
with the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
Our Lord also states that the Holy Spirit is discerning about 
the company He keeps! The personal activity of the Spirit is 
not just for anyone - but to only those who recognize him 
because they love Jesus. This discerning, distinction and 
judgement does not go down well in our world of ‘My rights’ 
and ‘That’s not fair’. Well, the Holy Spirit, as a personal gift, is 
available to all follow Christ, keep what he commands and 
wants to have the life of God as the centre of their life and 
being. But that means a choice and commitment. Maybe we 
are the ones who have to choose, discriminate and commit to 
the way of life that is called Christian.

The Finances of the Diocese & Sale of Properties 
The Diocese of Brisbane has been exposed to a debt problem through 
loans given by ANFIN to various church organisations. In particular, the 
joint venture with the Uniting Church called EDUCANG which involves 
four separate school sites. ANFIN has now changed its protocols for 
loans to parishes and other church organisations. However, one 
outcome is a shortfall of annual payments by ANFIN to the Diocese. 
The Archbishop is now building up an investment fund to avoid such a 
crisis in the future. Most notable asset sale was the Archbishop’s own 
house in Hamilton. The Diocese also has to look at some parishes, 
especially in the inner city area, which are virtually redundant as likely 
sales to help this capital fund.
