Welcome to Advent

Today, with Advent, we begin a new worshipping year. The Church’s year,
with its seasons of Advent, Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, Easter, and the
Ordinary Sundays of the Year is a rhythm, by which we look at the whole life,
teaching and ministry of Christ. There is also, within this a rhythm of
seasons, a three year cycle of reading. This year it is Year A, meaning that
most of our Sunday readings come from Matthew’s Gospel. All of this, put
together, is a resource for growing your spiritual life. The Church wants to
open your soul the impact of the living Christ, to grow your life of prayer and
deepen your knowledge through scripture. If a Christian follows this
discipline then it creates the opportunity to fall in love with Christ — for it is
the experience of Christ within our heart is what saves us.

Advent?

In the Latin version of the Lord ’s Prayer is the phrase ‘Adveniat Regnum
TuamCX; Your Kingdom come. Every time we use His prayer we are praying
for the coming — the advent — of Christ’s Kingdom. We pray for it, not as a

future event, but now, today, this moment.
