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Why Advent?

Why indeed! Everyone else is already starting to put up their
decorations. Carols have been playing in the supermarkets for
weeks. All of us have started to think about celebrations with
family and friends.

All of these things actually emphasise why we need Advent. It
is the season to ask the question of what we are doing — what
are we celebrating as Christians?

Advent is a word that means coming - appearing — presence.
Advent is our preparation to celebrate Christ’s incarnation —
His coming in the flesh to be one of us. So yes, it is about
Christmas, but also about his manifestation to the world,
which we celebrate on the feat of Epiphany, and the
beginning of his mission and ministry at the feat of his
Baptism. It is not only about Baby Jesus at Bethlehem, but all
the events of Christ’s presence and appearing in our world
and in the course of human history. The Child of Bethlehem is
also the King, the Saviour and Lord.

These factors turn our hearts and minds towards the future
when Christ ‘will come again’ as judge of the living and the
dead. The Gospel reading for today warns us to be ready, to
take heed; be prepared to meet the Lord. This will be at the
end of our earthly life, or if he should return within our
lifetime. It really does not matter which it will be — but being
ready does.

We face this truth of our mortality with trust and confidence,
because we already know the nature and character of the
Lord. He is the merciful and compassionate Lord that we read
about in the scriptures. Already, through our prayer life, we
are already coming to know him personally.
