Christian Holiness 
For many outside the Community of Faith there are some crazy ideas 
about Christians, Christian life and Christian teaching. The word 
‘holiness’ is one of those misunderstood concepts. Many equate it 
with an otherworldly form of living, or a totally boring life and, at its 
worse interpretation, – no sex, no booze, no nothing. Today’s Gospel 
firmly states what holiness is in the example of the Holy Family of 
Nazareth - not as pious and weird – but realistically engaging in the 
difficulties, struggles and tensions of human life and relationships; all 
of which is rather like us today. Whether we are single, married, 
divorced we are like the Holy Family; because it is in the tangle and 
complications of our daily life we live out our faithfulness to God. So 
holiness is not a life with the absence of difficulties, but faithfulness to 
Christ in the midst of a full life and all its worries.
