Celebrating & Understanding the Ascension next Sunday.

On Thursday we celebrate the Ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ - but

for convenience we keep it on Sunday.

How do we understand this event? For the 12 Apostles it was the last

appearance of the Risen One (but not quite ¢ as the risen Lord

appeared to Saint Paul, which he recognised as being an exceptional

gift granted to him).

This last appearance to The Twelve was a departure, but not like the

shame and defeat of Good Friday. This departure is triumphal,

reassuring and gives the disciples great joy. The language used by the

New Testament writers to describe this event comes from the Old

Testament in describing the coronation and enthronement of the King.

So Christ does not depart to be absent — but to reign as Lord of the

Church, his community. His presence to the disciples after the

resurrection is a local event — his Ascension now means he is present to

all his people.
