The Risen, Exalted and Glorified Christ

The Festival of the Ascension is an integral part of our
understanding of the resurrection of Jesus. Yet it is the
celebration that is difficult for us to have any sense of
connection, rather, it is one of disconnection. The reason for
this is that much of the symbolic language used in the
scriptures is from a different understanding of the universe
than we now have. For ancients the universe was three-
tiered world with God and heaven on the top level, earth in
the middle, and the place of the dead in the basement. We
know that is not the case. However, the language used is
symbolic, not an exact description of the event.

So what are the ancient Christian writers trying to teach and
explain?

First: that the humanity of Christ no longer belongs to the
world of corruption and death, which is the condition of our
existence, but belongs completely in the Kingdom of Heaven.
Secondly it means that our risen Lord has taken our humanity
— our flesh and blood into the glory and presence of God.
This means we have a place in the eternity of the Kingdom
and the life of God. Thirdly, because we have been united to
Christ, and he with us through Baptism and Eucharist, he is
the pioneer of our entry into heaven. Yet, last of all, it also
means he continues this unity with us; he is not absent, but
close to us. This is because eternal life is not a place, it is a
Person — Christ our Lord.

God our Father, through the Risen Christ

you have raised our human nature to the throne of heaven:
help us to seek and serve your Son, that we may join him at

your side who is alive and reigns with you for ever. Amen.

Living the Gospel Mystery in Our Daily Lives

After listening to the Gospel reading today it would be easy to think
that all the witnessing and teaching belongs to the “professionals” -
bishops, priests and deacons. Jesus is saying otherwise. We do not have
to be “professionals” or mystics or theologians to do what the Holy
Spirit urges: witnessing. We do this by allowing the Holy Spirit to work
in our lives. In this way we follow Christ’s instruction to “to observe all
that | have commanded you”.

However, according to Saint Paul there is a bit of work to be done as
not every bright idea that comes into our heart and minds is necessarily
a part of the kingdom of heaven. After all, taking things to the extreme,
a Russian mafia boss may have a deep heart-felt desire to eliminate an
enemy. The intensity of his feeling and conviction is no guide to the
morality of his actions. So we need to develop a ‘taste’ or a ‘feel’ for
the values of the kingdom.

The surest way is to cultivate our relationship and understanding of
Christ through prayer, reading of scripture, trying to understand the
faith and our life in the Community of Christ. In this way the Spirit of
Christ grows in us as well as our union with Christ in the Eucharist.
Through these simple, but consistent spiritual disciplines we have life-
in-Christ. Through them we start to get a ‘feel’ and ‘taste’ — a fifth
sense that helps us we recognise when the Holy Spirit is leading and
guiding us. The truth of this is established when we match it up to the
life of the Church, the Scriptures and the life of Christ. We become
witnesses and disciples to what is alive in our own being.
