“Here is my Son,  
My Chosen One”. 
 

Epiphany – Manifestation - Revelation 
Christmas is our celebration of the birth of Jesus, or to put it into more 
precise language - when the Son of God became fully human. The 
theological term is blunt; ‘Incarnation’ meaning, ‘in-the-ŦƭŜǎƘΩ. The 
question is, ‘how is that to be made known?’ This revealing and making 
known is what we celebrate during Epiphany, which began last week, 
with the Infant Christ being manifested to the Wise Men from the East. 
This Sunday it is about the adult Christ beginning his ministry at his 
baptism in the Jordan River. Next week it will be the witness of John of 
John the Baptist, and the week after it is Christ calling his first disciples. 
Each of these events is the unfolding of the true identity of Christ as fully 
human and fully divine. In this one person heaven and earth are united. 
He is like a bridge between uniting the two. Another term that is helpful 
is the Latin word for a priest ‘pontifex’ a ‘ōǊƛŘƎŜ ƳŀƪŜǊΩ. Jesus is our 
Pontifex Maximus, our Great High Priest - our living bridge between us 
and God.

Lord, we celebrate the revelation of your Son as the Christ, 
who takes away the sins of the world. 
Accept our gifts of bread and wine 
and let them become one with his great offering, 
for he is Lord for ever and ever. Amen.
