Epiphany Season – Revealing & Making Known 
As has been mentioned over the last few weeks we are in the season of 
Epiphany, which approximately means revealing or manifesting. Actually it 
means God is the one who initiates and does the revealing. To put this in 
another way; the human race, through its own systems of knowledge, has 
not made this happen ς it was beyond us. But God, in loving kindness and 
compassion, has revealed this to us. The Christmas Gospels of Christmas ς 
the shepherds and the wise men ς make it clear that people are instructed 
and guided to find the Christ. For that reason Christianity is known as a 
ΨǊŜǾŜŀƭŜŘ ŦŀƛǘƘΩΦ 
Our response to this revelation and knowledge is to pray, meditate and 
study ourselves into this faith. We deepen our understanding of who Jesus 
is. Ideally, over the years of our Christian journey we deepen our 
understanding of Jesus as the Christ, the Lord, and the Saviour. This in turn 
deepens our consciousness of being the loved and valued Children of God. 
Each person is of inestimable value, in the eyes of God, because He has 
taken so much energy to reveal and make known the Christ to each one of 
us. We become like the One we pray to and adore. 
Our Christian faith is never a static, once only experience, but a life, a 
journey, a renewing and deepening experience. More than that, we are also 
called to encourage others to join us in the journey. That is always a problem 
for the Church because the culture we live in is also changing and evolving. 
How we proclaim the Gospel of Christ in the 1960s, may not apply in the 
beginning of the 21st Century ς some we are grappling with in our parish. 

New Data Projector & Screen for the 8am Family Service 
We were successful in gaining just over $3,000 from the Good Shepherd 
Grant of the Diocese. The application was for a new screen and data 
projector and this will be installed in the coming week. Both items will be 
mounted ς the screen against the right hand wall and projector from the 
ceiling. This will cut out the shifting around of furniture between each 
service. Christian Multimedia, who are installing the equipment has advised 
us to locate the screen on the right of the altar as educational studies have 
indicated that this is most convenient spot to help viewers read the text 
comfortably. It is interesting that we instinctively did this in our temporary 
arrangements. In discussing this last week the Parish Council and Worship 
Team voted to do this and, therefore, to relocate the sanctuary lamp and 
the tabernacle for the Blessed Sacrament to the left of the altar. John Wood 
is already getting this underway. 
The data projector we are getting is designed for churches and large halls 
and is brighter than the one we are using at the moment with a higher 
resolution. A special thanks to Wayne Elliott who has loaned a projector 
from his work place.
