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Teaching& comments by Fr Martyn 
The Denial of Sin 
This week we begin the season of Lent with Ash Wednesday. That 
service is one in which we recognise the effect of sin in our lives and 
our personal responsibility for it. But before we go any further we 
need to define the Christian understanding of sin. Sin is those 
choices we make which take us away from union with Christ. The

relate to that ς we miss the mark in our faithfulness to Christ. Yet it 
is at this point we encounter a problem because the existence of sin 
is not taken seriously by our contemporaries. Now that is odd! When 
we look at what has happened in the last 70 years of modern 
history, it has been an epoch of unparalleled cruelty and mass 
slaughter. We can add degrading pornography, child abuse and drug 
addiction ς what are these things if not sin?  
But because the secular world rejects the concept of sin, then no 
one is directly touched today by the Gospel claim that the 
evidence of Jesus, being both fully human and fully divine, and 
that his divine nature is based on his power to forgive sin. So we 
end up with the concept that, on balance and taking everything 
into consideration he was a nice man and a good thing but he 
lived 2000 years ago. Most people do not explicitly deny the 
existence of Christ, but they do not believe that He is of any 
importance in the realm of human life today. Hardly anyone 
seriously thinks that men's wrong actions may concern God. 
So the idea of shame or being sinful before God or being 
forgiven by him alone is dismissed.  Instead psychotherapy 
and counselling take the place of repentance. For us 
confession is not a psycho-therapeutic process. We disclose our 
failings and responsibility for them in trust, in the presence of the 
healing compassion and love of God, whose dealings with us have 
been revealed in the life of Jesus. Sin is real ς and so is forgiveness, 
healing and restoration in Christ
