Our Preference for the Kingdom of God 
Christians, like all human beings, have to be concerned with 
the necessities of life. They are a priority, and we must take 
care of the body. We need the basic necessities life: food, 
sleep, clothing, housing, health and not forgetting our loving 
relationships. We also need to work to earn income to make 
provision for these things. Even the most strict and isolated 
hermit cannot escape the basic needs of existence. Attending 
to these necessities takes up most of our time and energy. 
Does this mean that the love of God and the Kingdom of 
Heaven take only second place? What has happened to the 
teaching that our distinctive glory is that we are made in the 
Image and Likeness of God? 
As Christians we need to be clear on this one. Of course, 
taking care of bodies and attending to its needs is a priority 
we cannot avoid. But the fact that it is an unavoidable priority 
does not mean it is a preference. 
We need to be clear on this and hold onto this distinction, for 
we live in a world that has gone over-the-top in attending to 
the needs of the body. Our society has degenerated into 
consumerism ς and this has become the preference ς 
overstepping to an excessive pampering to the point of 
economic ruin for many and a devastation of our world. 
Regardless of our human needs, we also have a heart and soul 
that can only have its basic necessities met by a full Life-in-
Christ. This is our preference, this is where there is fullness of 
life. To ignore this means we pursue a life of dissatisfaction ς a 
filling of the gap in our souls with consumerism that cannot 
satisfy. This season of the Sundays of the Kingdom remind us 
that we have a citizenship that is beyond this world.

Remembrance Day commemorates all wars and conflicts and 
remembers not only those who died but also those who served and are 
serving still. The actual day always falls on 11th November, but Christian 
Churches have tended to go for one of the nearest Sundays for mention 
in the services.  
Another tradition is the wearing of the red poppy which the RSL have on 
sale. There is also the tradition of a minutes silence on the actual day at 
the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month.  
The devastation this war caused is starting to recede from our 
consciousness. However, as you drive through our small country towns 
the memorials carry huge lists of the soldiers who died. The impact must 
have been unbelievable. Around 20 to 30 years ago the burial of single 
women was a frequent event. They were not single by choice but by the 
fact of so many men from their community died.
