'Well done, my good and faithful servant.
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Playing it Safe

In the Gospel story today we hear of a man who entrusted
money to his servants before he embarked on a trip. Two
invested the money and gained a profit by interest. The third
servant decided to play it safe and buried the money for safe-
keeping. This was quite common in those days as there were
no banks. He was taking no risks — and for that he was taken
to task when the man returned.

Well, in our spiritual life, we can be the same — take no risks.
We may do all the right and honourable things. We go to
mass, we read our bibles, say our prayers — but no risks. The
Gospel reading is telling us that is not enough. Faith is
expressed in action. It will involve sacrifice. Whenever we
serve others by time, energy or money we are living the faith.
It may be heroic in caring for the poor or needy or
volunteering our services. For most of us, however, it will be
out of sight and unnoticed, as Jesus noted in the Gospels
‘being faithful in small matters’. Volunteering to help around
the Parish; serving, Sunday school, welcoming or regular
planned giving. It could be helping with Meals on Wheels,
driving someone to hospital, ring up a parishioner you have
not seen for a while. Organising events for others like; the
walking group, Sunday picnic with young families, office work
in the church office — the possibilities are endless. Yet always,
we consciously do it as a way of being a disciple of Jesus —
being the eyes, arms, feet and love of Christ in the world
today. Do not bury your talents or your faith in the ground but
be faithful in small matters, so as to share in the joy of the
master.

the Anglican Diocese of Brisbane

Six year ago the Anglican Church, especially our own Diocese was taking
quite a hammering in the media over the sexual abuse of minors. Like
many other organisations we had no firm guidelines and protocols. The
media focussed in on the Church, whilst ignoring other groups who were
also at fault. Regardless of the bias, our Archbishop, Philip Aspinall has
pioneered a whole raft of protocols, policies and standards regarding the
protection of minors and the vulnerable. As he is also the Primate of the
Anglican Church of Australia he has been able to lead the way on a
national code as well. This has placed the Diocese of Brisbane and the
national church in the forefront on these issues. One of the benefits of
all of this has been a rapid decline of complaints. For the last few year
there has been a halving each year of complaints — this year there has
been only three complaints (yet still three too many).

Now there are to be new protocols, the Safe Ministry Check, but this
time it concerns the screening of lay people appointed to work with
children in our parishes. This will not apply to those already working, but
from now on new appointments will require proper references and
clearances. This helps to inspire confidence, in that the issue of
protecting children is taken seriously, and gives a measure of support
and confidence for those in these responsibilities.
