Christ, the King of What? 
When we think of kings, presidents and rulers it is in 
connection to an empire, kingdom or nation. Is this how we 
think of Christ? A master of some territory – of course not, yet 
we often hear in the scriptures the term ‘Kingdom of Heaven’ 
or ‘of God’ but this is not strictly correct. It would be more 
accurate to refer to the ‘Reign of God’. 
The ‘Reign of God’ is about the quality of God’s reign, the 
dynamics and the standards. This fits the Gospel reading for 
today. The ones admitted to the Kingdom are those who 
behave like Christ – a none-judgemental action of practical 
care. The ones who are deemed to be worthy of the Kingdom 
are so anchored in the life of Christ the King that they are not 
aware of their own goodness and holiness. It is a simple, 
almost unconscious, continual action, of behaving according 
to the values of the Kingdom. Thus they already participate in 
the Reign of God. 
 

The End of the Liturgical (Worship)Year 

Captain Cook and All That 
We think of 1st January as New Year’s Day, but it was not that long 
ago, right up to 1752, when it used to be 25th March. This is the 
beginning of Spring & the agricultural year in Europe & exactly nine 
months before Christmas. Captain Cook was born under this 
arrangement. So the Church’s worshipping year, like the 
agricultural year, has nothing to do with 1st January! For the 
Church the worshipping year revolves around Christmas – the 
Incarnation of Jesus as one of us - and Easter - the life-giving death 
& resurrection of Christ. Everything is aligned on these two events. 
So next Sunday we begin the new worshipping year in a season 
called Advent. This season leads up to the celebration of 
Christmas.
