Lenten Journey: Our Faith, Our 

Understanding and our Goal 

Our Parish social life, whether it is a big Parish outing or 
just small groups enjoying the friendship we have, is 
important. Yet this Lenten season is a reminder that our 
faith is not a pastime, and the Church is not one club 
amongst many others. The faith of the Church, of each 
Christian, is about the basic and fundamental question of 
our origin and our goal; ‘Who are we and what is 
destiny?’  
This is more than philosophy – it is theology. Christ is the 
one who reveals the answers in his life and teaching. It 
for this reason Scripture is written, it is what shapes our 
worship, and is the basis of our words and songs praise.  
Saint Anselm, one of the great Archbishops of 
Canterbury, said that the process of our journey is faith 
seeking understanding, which is a neat way of putting a 
profound truth. Our faith is about the truth of who we 
are and our relationship to the One who made us – and 
that is what we offer to others when we invite them to 
become a Christian. We are not offering psychotherapy 
but the truth that resides in a person – Christ. 
In our Anglican tradition we always use our intelligence 
with our faith – with Anselm we seek to know. Our 
Lenten programme is a part of that process. It is a 
process we should be engaged in and will be engaged in 
for our whole life.
