Jesus and the Women at Jacob’s Well in Samaria

Eastern Hills Anglicans: One Community - Two Ways of Worshipping

In today's Gospel, John 4:5-42, the women from Samaria comes to the
well on an ordinary errand, expecting to draw ordinary water. She cannot
know that instead she will find Living Water, that she will meet the Lord. Yet
she is open, willing to engage in conversation with this bold, mysterious
stranger. She asks questions; she probes his answers. Finally, she recognizes
who he is and goes off to tell others what she has learned.

This Gospel was used in the Early Church in its Lent baptismal teaching
programme. The Samaritan woman was and is a model for those preparing
for Baptism; she is also a fine example for all the baptized who are struggling
to be disciples. We, too, might be going through our days, doing our work,
living our lives, and not paying attention to the presence of the Lord. Jesus
wants to talk with us just as he did with this Samaritan woman. How can we
be more alert to his presence? What can we learn from entering into this
conversation—asking, listening, pondering?

When you get home, read the Gospel again, slowly and aloud for yourself, or
with your family or friends. You can also do this at the Parish Lent
programme, or throughout the year at our Julian Meetings. Whatever, but
the process is to help you gain insights. Yet, the next step is to go and tell
others what you learned, as the Samaritan woman did. Think of something
you could do for someone today that expresses, even without speaking,
