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Fourth Sunday of Lent 
Jesus and the Man Born Blind: “Now I See!” 

Welcome as we gather to worship together 
Today, in the Gospel, the Man born blind was healed immediately when he 
washed his eyes. But it took several stages to actually grasp the full 
significance of what had happened and Whom it was who healed him. 
Usually, learning to see as God sees is the lifelong work of disciples. Each day 
we need to practice opening our eyes, not just to wake up from the night's 
sleep, but to see deeply how God is working in the world through all of 
God's beloved people. The sure and certain way of enabling our spiritual 
faculties to awaken and see the reality of whom Jesus is – is by prayer, 
reflective reading of the scriptures, studying the faith, and striving to live a 
Christ life. In this way we discover that the Good Shepherd is walking with 
us. When we understand and experience that the next question is who and 
what does he want us to see? What does he want us to do? 
The Gospel reading was chosen as part of the Baptismal programme of the 
Early Church. The candidates were preparing for a baptismal washing of past 
sins and a spiritual illumination. For this reason we hear the reading today. 
Already the gift of forgiveness and communion with God is on offer – but we 
do need to respond and say yes. God’s love for us has already been 
accomplished – but we can refuse it or just refuse to act upon it. The man 
born blind not only had his sight restored – he was made whole because he 
responded and acted upon the free gift of healing.

Background to Mothering Sunday: 
Mothering Sunday or Laetare Sunday or Refreshment Sunday? 
Laetare means ‘rejoicing’. The name comes from the first words of the 
Eucharist that have been used down the centuries Laetare, Jerusalem 
‘Rejoice Jerusalem’. In the midst of our Lenten discipline we are reminded 
that the purpose of it all is to be in the joy of the Lord. In some churches the 
vestments change from sombre violet to deep rose signalling the ending 
weeks of Lent and the approaching joy of Easter. In some parts of Europe 
the severe fast was broken on this day to include meat and sweets, like 
Simnel cake we offer today.  
In our Anglican heritage this Sunday has also be known as Mothering 
Sunday. (In spite of the similarity of names, it is not quite the same as the 
Mother’s Day kept in May, which is a secular celebration from the USA 
focussing only on mothers). Originally, Mothering Sunday applied to the 
pilgrimage to the ‘Mother’ church of the Diocese - the cathedral, or to the 
nearest important regional church called minsters. These larger minsters 
were staffed by a college of priests. This was when many made their 
confession in preparation for Easter. It also became a time of family reunion. 
On Mothering Sunday it is appropriate to give thanks for our Mothers, but 
we must not forget that we belong to a spiritual family. We are not a parish 
all on our own, we belong to a diocese, and that diocese belongs to a 
province, and that province to a national Church. In turn that national 
Church is a sister Church in a world family. We need to rejoice & pray for 
that family. 
 

 Gracious God, source of all life and giver of all things, 

 bless the people of your Church that they may come  
 to see themselves as a family. 
 Watch over them as they grow. 
 Nourish their identities as brothers and sisters, 
 every one a child of God worthy of your love and ours.
