As you all well know | had a visit to hospital. | had Atrial Fibrillation —a
fast and irregular heart beat. The normal heart beat per minute is
around 80. Electrical impulses on the top right of the heart starts each
heart beat. In AF there is more than one confusing the heart. But that
night it reached 180! | was admitted to Mater and medication was
given to correct the problem, this can take 48 hours and when that
does not work electric shock is given. In my case thing went back to
normal in 24 hours. Blood tests indicate no damage to the heart or any
other vessels. Last Thursday | went to the cardiologist for stress tests to
see if there was any underlying heart disease. All the tests indicate no
disease and no damage. Further blood tests indicate my cholesterol is
normal. All of which is good news. In such situations there is no clear
answer as the why. However, a combination of stress, coffee and
alcohol can bring this condition on. A couple of priests have told me
that they have had similar experiences. So decaf is the order of the day
and not so much wine in the evening.
