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Entering into Lent

with Sacred Scripture
LENT is the time when the Church invites its
members to be more aware of Christ’s love and
redeeming work. It is also a time to live our baptisms
more deeply.
With the duration of forty days, Lent is an invitation
to relive with Jesus his forty days that he spent,
praying and fasting in the desert, before he began his
public ministry of teaching and compassion.
The Lenten season has a has an authentic
programme: to listen more attentively to the Word of
Truth, the voice of Jesus — and yes, that does mean
picking up your Bible and start reading it! Use the
Bible studies provided by the Parish or use the
resources on our web page.
We are to read the Truth and live it, speak it, and do
the truth. In this way we also receive grace and
strength to avoid evil and reject the lies that poison
humanity. The words of the Gospel reinforce the
truth that has been given at our Baptism and in the
gift of the Altar.
When we follow the Lenten discipline it can re-
establish a discipline for the rest of the year and
helps us to be proficient in our faith. — above all it
opens our heart to Christ.
