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However, in this article | want to explore one aspect; true and false
freedom. This desire to be a free person is a part of our being. Yet this
desire can lead us onto a path which ends in enslavement.

The young son in the parable desires freedom, free from family
obligations and responsibilities of running the family estate with his father
and brother. He thirsts for a freedom that will take him away from all of
this and to exercise his own choices in one of the large cities of the
Empire. Our Lord carefully lists the step-by-step breaking of what he
perceives to be his chains: father, family, clan, village, tribe and finally his
faith. What is a Jewish boy doing sitting amongst pigs and wanting to eat
their food! His plans to fulfil his thirst for freedom have ended in a
desolate isolation.

In his desolation the young man comes to the point where he is brought
face-to-face with himself and his misunderstanding of freedom. He sees
into the depth of his being ¢ his | and discovers the utter poverty of
himself and his misplaced understanding of freedom. There is more. He
discovers that freedom involves obligation and mature responsibility. In
his rejection of everything that defines and made him he has not only
offended and hurt people - but God as well. You see in the final analysis
the deep questions about oneself also becomes a question about God.
This is his enlightenment and self-understanding ¢ and he now becomes
truly free in the discovery that we are dependent beings needing each
other. This dimension of our being operates not only in the natural world
but in the spiritual realm as well.

Jesus offers us true freedom. True freedom involves the knowledge of our
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we become his followers and disciples and embrace the discipline,
morality, values and way of life presented to us in his Gospel. It is our
knowledge and experience of Christ, in prayer, in worship, in reading
scripture and studying our faith that we understand that our true freedom
is being his servants and with him as servants to others as well. In this way
we become truly ourselves.
