Teaching& comments by Fr Martyn 
A couple of weeks ago, just after the terrible earthquakes of Haiti, a 
parishioner commented that some have said to her that there can be no 
God, “if he allowed such a terrible thing to happen”. Apart from that 
situation the same argument of atheism is used about the holocaust. Of 
course, in warfare and terror, human beings are the perpetrators and 
agents and, consequently, what we do is so appalling that we blame God 
for it – and not ourselves! 
Last week, out of the destruction of Haiti, there came a request by the 
churches for vestments, chalices and worship books! Which goes directly 
against the commentators in Australia? So, remarkably, the claim that 
there is no God is the conclusion of the outside spectators from the 
comfort of their affluence! But from those in the midst of devastation is 
the request to help them pray. They have discovered God in the midst of 
their suffering. 
The same can be said of our close spiritual relatives the Jewish people. 
Out of the man-made horror of the crematoria of the death camps arises 
their praise to God. And it is not as if Hitler was the first attempt to wipe 
them out! In addition we have the example of so many Christians who 
suffered with them. The Polish, Franciscan priest, Maximillian Kolbe is a 
good example, who took the place of a condemned Jewish man. Though 
he was a Roman Catholic, the Anglican Church rightly has him in its 
calendar of saints amongst the saints and martyrs of the 20th Century for 
his example of following Christ in taking onto himself the pain and 
suffering of another. 
Which leads us onto Jesus of Nazareth, whom we understand as the one 
who suffered the most, as he carried the sins and failings of the totally of 
all humanity. We are the people who have a dying man on the cross as the 
focal point of our entering into the depths of God’s love for us! We 
discover God in suffering and it becomes real in our own suffering. This is 
what we celebrate as we gather around the altar to offer the sacrifice of 
his life-giving death. By contrast the founder of atheism is considered to 
be philosopher Epicurus who believed that pleasure is the greatest good. 
No doubt as we enjoy our champagne and oysters that sounds a good idea 
– but what do you ultimately need in the midst of an earthquake.
