t hat was with the Father
Now today’s Gospel reading, about the call of
Matthew the tax collector, is the living out and the
consequences of God coming to us in Jesus. His very
presence brings is a healing that touches lives and
changes them. In fact this impact is repeated over and
over again in the Gospels: A Father’s faith, bordering
on desperation, clings on, just enough, to believe that
Jesus can make his daughter well. A woman plucks up
just enough courage to reach a fingertip to the hem of
Jesus’ garment. Tax collectors, sinners, outcasts in
today’s reading find just enough self-respect to come
and sit at table with Jesus. Every approach to him,
however tentative, opens the door to new life. That is
available to us now, today as, again, we gather around
“Why does your teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?” the Table of the Lord to receive his compassion, love
and acceptance.

Matthew or Levi?

In today’s gospel reading the tax collector is called Matthew, but
the same story in Mark and Luke the tax collector is called Levi!l We
assume they are one and the same person. In the Mediterranean
world of the Roman Empire it was quite common to have a name
that comes to you through your family and culture and another for
life and business in the Empire. We find that with the Apostle Paul
also known by the name of Saul. Such double names are common
in Singapore, where many Chinese have a traditional name and
another ‘Western’ name for work.

However, there is another significance to Matthew’s name. In the
Greek of the New Testament the word for disciple is mathetes — it
is possible that Matthew’s name is a play on the Greek word for
disciple. In the call of Mathew to be a disciple we see his response
as the pattern of all discipleship.
