Synod of the Diocese

The Synod is like a parliament for our Diocese, which meets
under the presidency of our Archbishop. This year it will run
from Friday 20 to Sunday 22 June. The Synod is an
opportunity for every parish, through its representatives, to
vote on legislation, to hear the reports of various agencies. It
also provides an opportunity to scrutinise. The Archbishop
also must receive and answer questions without notice.
Sometimes there is very hard and sharp criticism. All of this
helps in the health, governance and good order of the
Diocese. It also acts with the other Dioceses throughout
Australia to maintain the unity of the Anglican Church
throughout the land. This is especially true in the difficult area
of child protection and ensuring that unsuitable clergy and
church workers do not drift from one part of the church to
another and avoid the consequences of their behaviour. Val
Burton and Viv Cowie are our reps to Synod.
