Reflecting on and Living the Gospel 
In last weeks Gospel reading we heard of the Lord’s selecting the 
disciple who would become The Twelve and the first Apostles. 
Today we here some instructions given to them and to al disciples. 
First he asks for commitment – that eventually we will be able to 
give ourselves completely to Him. That like the vast number before 
us, whom we call the saints, we live the life of Christ before our 
generation. Yet this also another aspect to this call to live the 
Christ life. He promises no less than everything  - to be loved 
totally by Him and to live a life without fear and held always before 
God and his Kingdom.

The Future of the Parish and the Norman Park Centre 
Last Sunday Fr Martyn and the Wardens announced to the congregation 
of the two services events over the last 12 weeks, which culminated in a 
letter we are sending to the Regional Bishop suggesting the Diocese sell 
the Norman Park Church. No one should underestimate the shock and 
the grief this caused the parishioners from that centre. Because of that 
response it important to set down what was announced, so everyone is 
clear of the what has happened and the reasons behind it. 
1. The process began when one of the Diocesan officers of the Property 
Board visited the NP site with a possible view for sale or rental. This was 
a mistake on their part because they thought the church was 
deconsecrated. However, we now realised that NP was on their 
shopping list.  
2. This motivated Fr Martyn, the Wardens and Parish Council to take the 
initiative and have some measure of control and input in the process. 
However, this done on the understanding that the Diocese is the 
authority in the matter and is the owner of the site – not the parish. Yet 
if we give a good and reasoned argument we have a good chance of 
achieving many of our goals.  
3. Though many may want to blame the Diocese there is a harsh truth 
we need to face, however unpleasant. Over the last 15 years + there has 
been a gradual decline in the NP congregation. At the same time the 
congregation has aged. In addition we have three Anglican churches in 
close proximity to NP but which have a much higher visibility and easier 
access. It was these reasons that our parish stopped regular Sunday 
services at NP. What was obvious to us was also, no doubt, evident to 
the Diocese. The Property Board of the Diocese are just doing their job. 
4. Our plans therefore are to transform a loss into a phoenix arising for a 
future of the parish. If we are able to have access to funds from the sale 
we may able to transform and renew our buildings – enlarging the 
church and hall with new facilities. Upgrade one of the rectories into a 
suitable home for the rector,  and invest funds to secure the income for 
the parish to compensate the loss of income from NP. We may be facing 
a loss – but we can do so with a hope and a future of the parish
