Welcome As We Gather To Worship Together. 
Today, in the Gospel, we hear a parable of Jesus about rural 
sabotage! someone deliberately sowing weeds into a 
paddock of wheat. The Parable is known as ‘The Tares 
amongst the Wheat’ The weed is also known as ‘darnel’ & its 
botanical name is ‘lolium temulentum’. The key point is that 
this poisonous  weed can hardly be distinguished from the 
type wheat grown at that time. So who is to judge between 
the good and the bad? Precisely. This parable is about not 
judging and casting out – a perennial problem for all 
religious groups. 
Another piece of related trivia is in English religious history. 
The weed ‘lolium’ gave rise to the name given to a group of 
religious reformers in the late 15th Century: ‘Lollards’ – ‘the 
weeds’. Unfortunately, the unpleasant Archbishop of 
Canterbury at that time, Thomas Arundel, did not heed our 
Lord and started weeding out the reformers and burning the 
Lollards – the first to suffer in this way in England.  
This is also the backdrop to Saint Julian of Norwich. She 
risked so much as women, writing in English, to teach her 
fellow Christians. A risky radical business with Archbishop 
Arundel! It was Henry VIII’s daughter Queen Mary who 
restored this burning terror in persecuting the Protestant 
Reformers in the 16th Century.
