Now we often us the term ‘O S f S GoNthelw&eKly Sunday Eucharist

and especially for the great feast days like Christmas and Easter.
Sometimes the priest presiding at the Mass is called ‘4 KS OS.f So
How do we understand this terminology?

In everyday life we celebrate the great events of family life; birthdays,
engagements and weddings. We also celebrate civic events like
RiverFire or the stunning win of our football team. These are causes
for enjoyment and a good party. Yet, the Christian usage means
something different. A Christian celebration focuses on the life of our
Lord. This is when we move beyond ourselves, past the difficulties
and celebrations of our daily life, to the Centre that embraces the
totality of all things. That centre is Christ the Lord and Saviour of all.

In the Eucharistic celebration we take the life, death and resurrection
of the complete and whole Person, Jesus the Lord, and offer it as our
true worship to the Father. This is the best that we can use in worship
and offering. In doing this we recognise that in Christ we see what a
human being should be. We also, in the act of receiving communion,
recognise that we need to incorporate that Life into our own being to
become whole and complete. Is this true? Yes, undeniably, for we see
each year this recognition by ordinary people, who rarely come to
