Welcome As We Gather To Worship 

The Feast of the Transfiguration of the Lord is a festival that 
not only celebrates an event in the life of the Lord, but also a 
process in our journey to attain life-in-Christ. In the 
Transfiguration of the Lord, the disciples of Jesus were 
granted an insight and a vision into the true identity of their 
Teacher. This human being, just like them in every way, is also 
manifested as the Lord, the Son of God. His humanity 
manifests the fullness of divinity.  
This event is significant for us – that our humanity can be the 
bearer of the glory of God. That we also have the capacity to 
mentally to perceive the truth of Jesus. Of course, this comes 
not from any innate ability of our own, but a gift of grace from 
God – the action of the Holy Spirit that enables us to enter 
into this experience and understanding. 
This, in fact, is the beginning of the Transfiguration – the end 
result is an illumination and transformation of our total being 
as Children of the Kingdom of God. This is what we celebrate 
in the lives of the saints. For this reason we symbolically 
represent them with halos of light. Indeed, some of God’s 
friends, like Francis, Teresa and Seraphim of Sarov, were seen 
transfigured just like the Lord. Today’s collect speaks of these 
things: 
Father, at the wonderful Transfiguration of your Son, 
you confirm the mysteries of the faith, 
and You foreshadowed the splendour and perfection  
you give to your beloved sons and daughters. 
Grant that by listening only to the voice of Jesus. 
we may become heirs with him to eternal life, 
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He revealed his glory to his chosen disciples 

and filled with splendour 

that human form in which he is one with us. 

In this way he prepared his disciples 

to bear the scandal of the Cross, 

and showed that the Church,  

which is his body,  

would share his glory.

As part of their study on the issues of social justice, Cannon 
Hill School will be doing a programme to understand and 
support HIV/AIDS victims in Papua New Guinea. They are 
doing this in cooperation with the ABM (Anglican Board of 
Missions). The Australian Government has published a 
report with so scary statistics for PNG by 2025: 
 Over 500,000 people will be living with HIV/AIDS  
 117,000 children will have lost their mothers to AIDS  
 The workforce will have declined by 12.5%  
 70% of all hospital beds will be needed for AIDS 
 patients.  
 In addition, at present around 40% of PNG's 
 population lives in poverty, that is, on less than US$1  
 a day.  
As with many nations, HIV/AIDS is no longer a disease 
associated with one particular group, but has spread across 
the whole population. Babies born with HIV/AIDS have made 
no choices- they are innocent victims. The ABM wants to start 
a rural education programme to stop the governments 
predications in becoming a reality.
