Fr Martyn’s Comments  
The birth of Christ is a concrete and real historic event. It is 
the moment when God breaks into human history in the life 
of Jesus. If you like, it is when God associates with us at our 
level; in our limitations and failings as well as our great 
moments and celebrations – all is embraced by Christ. The 
parables and the actions of Jesus our Lord tells us that 
nothing is trivial; nothing of our life is dismissed from the 
reign of the Kingdom of Heaven.  
This is true on a universal cosmic level, but also personally, 
for each one of us, within our lifetime. Christ can enter into 
our lives. However, despite the Lord being Christ our God, he 
is totally powerless against our will and our choices. This 
means there is a point of decision we must undertake – and 
no one can do it for you – we have to decide to accept Christ 
and the consequences that come with that choice. 
This is the crunch point in today’s Gospel when the people 
ask Jesus, "What can we do to accomplish the works of 
God?" Our Lord gives the uncompromising answer, "This is 
the work of God, that you believe in the One he sent." This is 
the defining point of what it means to be a Christian, belief 
in Jesus Christ. And in that belief you redefine your life and 
orientate it on Christ. Out of the window goes that common 
platitude, the undigested statement that we hear so often, 
“We all worship the same God”. The martyrs of the Church 
understood the exclusive claim of Christ and gave Him their 
loyalty and commitment. They understood the question 
given by Christ to the first disciples – and to us, “Who do say 
I am?” 
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Welcome to Eastern Hills Anglicans 
Welcome, as we gather around our Lord’s altar in this parish to fulfill 
what He has commanded us to do: to offer the bread and wine of His 
Body and Blood as the continual and living memorial of his life-giving 
death and resurrection. For us this is not an option but a command we 
must fulfill along with millions of Christians around the world and down 
2 millennia of the Church’s life.
