Welcome as we gather together to be with Christ  
Sometimes Christians of West can get a bit too intellectual 
and abstract about the faith. We can equate faith with a 
conviction based on intellectual knowledge. Christians of 
Middle East and the Mediterranean understand faith as 
loyalty and commitment to a person – not an idea. 
It is a loyalty to a person regardless of what happens. We see 
this in action in today’s Gospel as the women has made a 
commitment come-what-may to the person she trusts to heal 
her sick daughter. But not being an Israelite Jesus is quite 
crude and rude towards her – but she will not give up her 
commitment. The reward is our Lord’s praise “O woman, 
great is your faith”. Christ is praising her active and lively 
commitment – not an intellectual concept. The warmth of our 
personal commitment is sustained by our prayer life to Christ 
our God.
