Church Discipline 
In today’s Gospel we hear the well known words of Christ, “For where 
two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst 
of themέ. Of course, we associate these words with the presence of 
Christ amidst a small group of praying believers together in his Name – 
and that is correct. Yet St Matthew does not have that in mind when he 
quotes these words. The whole passage leading up to this point is about 
internal Church discipline and order. It envisages the ultimate process of 
casting an offending believer out of the community after a process of 
trying to correct the problem first.  
Discipline within a Christian community is hard business. In the Anglican 
Church it is surrounded with a whole range of safeguards, including good 
legal advice. Hence the importance of the key office bearers in the 
Diocese of the Chancellor and a Deputy Chancellor, both of whom are 
Supreme Court Judges. They not only sit on various constituted bodies of 
the Church, but are frequently consulted for advice. 
At times decisive action needs to be done and seen to be done. For this 
reason our Archbishop has had to act on the issue of sexual abuse by 
Christian leaders on minors and the vulnerable. This has not been 
popular with many in the Church, but such behaviour has brought 
shame and discredit on the Gospel and Christ’s Church amongst the 
general community. Today’s Gospel reminds us that such discipline is a 
spiritual thing that needs to be administered in a spirit of prayer, 
compassion and care. Our Archbishop, Chancellor and Deputy 
Chancellor need our prayers in this task.
