More on Baptism and Confirmation

In the life of the Early Church Baptism and Confirmation were two
parts of the same service. The two parts corresponded to the two-
fold experience of God revealing himself to his creation. Thus
baptism by water expressed the death and resurrection of Christ -
being actually given and conferred upon the candidate.

The second great experience was the gift of the Holy Spirit. This was
first experienced by the Early Church. The experience was that the
baptised were to be Christ in the world. The Holy Spirit is like a
coach of a team, encouraging and building up — he confirmed the
faith of the believer.

Our Bishop comes to confirm the faith of our candidates today. Each
one is to have stamped on their soul the image of Christ our King,
Priest and Prophet and binds them into the Universal (Catholic)
