Saint Matthew the Apostle and Evangelist 
Today the Church honours and gives thanks for the life and 
witness of St. Matthew the Evangelist (Gospel writer). He 
seems to have had two names as some Gospels refer to him 
as Levi and others Mathew. This was common in the time of 
the Roman Empire. Levi is obviously his Jewish name, whilst 
Matthew is his Greek name, which is close to the Greek work 
for a disciple Mathetes. Matthew’s Gospel is the first in the 
New Testament. That is because it was originally was thought 
to be the first Gospel written, in fact it was Mark’s Gospel. 
Whatever the sequence, he is a valuable witness to the life of 
one of the earliest Christian communities and how they 
understood and experienced the Christ – and lived it out.  
The distinctive character of Matthew’s community was that it 
probably had a majority of Jews who had become Christians 
and a smaller number of Gentiles who converted to 
Christianity. Obviously this mixture had tensions and Matthew 
tries to attend to this in his Gospel. Christ is the Messiah of 
Israel, but also the Saviour and Lord for all people. He has to 
teach this to his Jewish brothers and sisters and at the same 
time teach Gentiles that they are now a part of the new Israel 
– the Church. 
As we are in the sequence of Year A, the year of reading 
Matthew’s Gospel, we have already heard the story of his call 
to follow Christ. Instead of hearing that again we can listen to 
the Parable of the Good Employer that is only recorded in 
Matthew’s gospel. This highlights his skills as writer of words 
that brings to us Christ the Word.
