Jesus said:

Loaded Imagery. Recently we have been having a few Gospel 

readings about vineyards. It is a powerful image in Sacred Scripture, 
because it stands for the People of Israel and the Promised Land. The 
imagery has its origins when the people arrived at the Promised Land 
after their escape and exodus from slavery in Egypt. Moses organised a 
secret reconnoitre to survey the land. Caleb, one of the scouts, returned 
with a huge cluster of grapes carried on a pole carried between two men 
(read the Book of Numbers chapter13). That image still persists in Israel 
today for the land and its bounty.  
But there are other readings where the vine and the vineyard are 
equated with Israel. Today’s first reading and the responsorial psalm are 
examples. Our Lord takes this imagery and uses it as a loaded parable 
against the High Priestly families and the Elders (the nobles) in 
Jerusalem for their dismal stewardship and lack of care for the people 
and nation. And all of this is delivered just after Jesus’ triumphal entry 
into Jerusalem (Palm Sunday), when the people have acclaimed him as 
king. Things are getting rough as Jesus has only a week to live – and he 
knows it and he pulls no punches. 

Puns & Riddles The Gospel reading ends with a pun about a stone 

rejected becoming the corner-stone. Apparently Jesus was fond of puns 
and riddles. Unfortunately for us the key is in Hebrew, as the word for 
stone is eben and the word for son is ben. Jesus will indeed be the 
rejected Son – yet who will become the cornerstone – the foundation of 
a new people; the Church. However, we too will have to give an account 
of our care and stewardship of God’s new creation.
