It is very easy to diminish Francis to being a patron of guinea 
pigs and bird-baths. But he was not made a saint because he 
was nice to feathers & fur. He was made a saint of the Church 
because in his life he became an image and likeness of Christ 
his Master. He was particularly devoted to Christ the 
Crucified. His desire was always to share in the sufferings of 
Christ and be a wounded healer like Jesus. Francis first put 
this into practice by serving the poor and, in particular, lepers. 
He overcame his fastidiousness and dislike of lepers by always 
focussing on serving the suffering Christ in them. From this 
service to the helpless and needy his heart expanded to 
include all of God’s creation. He grieved to see God’s creation 
marred, polluted or distorted. If Francis could hear the voice 
of Christ in Sacred Scripture and become one with Christ 
through his profound love of the Eucharist, he also saw the 
hand of Christ in the beauty of creation.

Damned Sinners or the Image & Likeness of God?

Behind that question is the 
perversity of human beings to be either unbelievably great 
and holy or truly evil and wicked (St Francis and Adolf Hitler 
being a good contrast). So Christian anthropology looks and 
what is to be human in the light and experience of the event 
of Jesus Christ.
