Sunday Festival of the Presentation of the Lord 
Many of the details in Luke’s Gospel shape our celebration of 
Christmas: Joseph and Mary having to travel to Bethlehem 
for the Roman census, the Baby born in a stable, the angels 
appearing to shepherds. All of these are well known, not only 
to Christians, but also to the general public. Yet, not so well 
known is Luke’s climatic story of the infancy of Jesus; the 
Presentation of Jesus in the Temple – 40 days after his birth. 
All the other Christmas stories, important as they are, lead 
up to this story. You could say that the well known stories 
are about ‘how’ and ‘where’ of the birth of Jesus – the 
Presentation is about ‘why’. So, why? 
You see, Jesus is presented in the Temple, which is the very 
centre and heart of Jewish life – the expression of their 
identity before God. Yet this Child is to be the new Temple. 
His life and being, his teaching and actions are the heart and 
centre of a new People of God. The living body of Jesus 
Christ, his life, his teaching and actions will now stand in the 
sight of the Creator and be the place of all worship. Into this 
body he incorporates all people. This is a great mystery and it 
is made known and lived in the Eucharist – the place where 
we receive this life. 
The highlight of today’s Gospel are the word’s of Simeon 
said over the Christ Child. 

Now, Lord, you let your servant go in peace: 

your word has been fulfilled. 

My own eyes have seen the salvation 

which you have prepared in the sight of every people; 

A light to reveal you to the nations  

and the glory of your people Israel.
